= When rendering the Interactive Form, Guided Procedures uses the
Adobe Document Server (part of SAP Netweaver) to generate an
interactive PDF form based on the template and data provided by the
configuration

B HTML

= No rendering service is needed as the HTML Form designed with any
HTML Editor will be the same HTML Form used at runtime.

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Offline Forms in Guided Procedures
- Submit Options

Interactive
Form
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When the user fills in the required data in the
offline form, it can be submitted for processing
using the following channels:

B HTTP — a servlet is used to send the data to
the GP system for post processing

B SMTP - the filled-in form can be sent to a mail
recepient; the receiving mailbox can be
configured to handle the incoming mails
automatically*

* This option is not available for HTML forms.
